As of September 2009, SD36 has 217 Portables (not including 45 portables used 
for seismic upgrades).  Portables are expected to increase to 292 by 2011 and up 
to 340 in 2015 to account for growth and full-day-K.  These amounts do not 
include the approximately 200 classrooms required for Pre-K.

� SD36 has grown by approximately 2730 students over the past 5 
years; from 64,509 in September 2005 to 67,239 in September 
2009.   This trend is expected to continue with an average of 
approximately 550 students per year growth

� Although growth in secondary schools is showing signs of stabilizing, 
the growth in elementary and pre-school age children continues 
to be strong.  

� Enrolment growth is not consistent throughout the Distr ict, as some 
neighborhoods are growing rapidly, while others show signs of 
enrolment decline

� In addition to ongoing enrolment growth, in the February 2010 
Throne Speech the Ministry announced: 

“ New partnerships with the private sector and parents will enable the 
establishment of neighbourhood preschools for four-year-olds and 
three-year-oldswithin communities over the next five years.  They will provide 
families new voluntary options for public and private preschool across B.C.”



Impact of Full-Day-K on Portable Inventory 
� By 2010; 3374 kindergar ten students (73%) will attend full-day  

programs.  By 2011; 4798 kindergar ten students, or (100%) are 
to attend full-day programs.  K indergar ten enrolment is expected 
to grow to 5151 by 2015.

� The Ministry spreadsheets, based on neighborhood of schools groups, 
identify 43 additional classrooms (por tables, modularsor 
additions) are needed by 2011, however, 78 may be required on a 
school-by-school basis, depending on growth.school-by-school basis, depending on growth.

� As per Ministry guidelines, Distr icts are required to mitigate the 
number of por tables on sites by consider ing school boundary            
re-alignment and/or program moves.
